Book Fair FAQs 
 
 When is the Book Fair open? 
The Book Fair will be “open” from Thursday 30th January to Wednesday 5th February. 
 
Can we visit the book fair as parents? 
As in previous years, our book fair operates online for parents.  Pupils will be able to view the titles 
in the junior school hall throughout the day.  Families can view the range of titles from the comfort 
of your own home. 
 
How do I view the titles?

How does my child view the range of books and titles? 
Pupils will be able to visit the book cases and spend time looking through the different titles.  Their class 
teachers will facilitate this for you  



How do we order a book? 
Please order your book by completing the paper copy of the “Wishlist” that your child may bring 
home.  A copy of this is attached to this email so that you may print this too.   Whilst you may pay for 
your books online, they are taken from the bookcases in school.  Therefore, you must return the 
Wishlist to Mrs Timmins in order for this to happen.  You may scan the QR code which will also take 
you to the correct site. 
 
What is a “Wishlist”? 
Pupils MUST complete a wishlist in order for the request to be processed quickly and accurately.  
Copies will be available in school and a copy is attached to this email. 
How do we pay for our books? 
Our bookfair is a cashless system.  You may pay online as you order the book using this link – please 
be sure to choose Goostrey Community Primary School and not the Pre-School.  Alternatively, you 
can scan the QR code that is attached to this email and this will take you to the correct site.  If you 
have any queries about this, please do contact me.

Will you accept cash purchases? 
Our book fair is cashless – it’s easy to pay online or through the QR code. 
When will we receive our books? 
Once you have placed your order, please allow a few days for this to arrive.  Mrs Timmins will take 
the books from the shelves and organise for these to be delivered to your child’s class.  Where titles 
prove popular, I will order extra copies which should be delivered at the end of the fair. 
 What if I have paid for a book but it doesn’t arrive? 
As above – please give 2/3 days for the book to get home to you but if it still doesn’t arrive, please 
email mrs.timmins@goostrey.cheshire.sch.uk 
Will you place books “on hold”? 
No need – just order the book online, sit back, and wait for delivery.  If the book has flown from our 
shelf, Mrs Timmins will organise a copy for you. 
Do you sell other items at the fair? 
Possibly – when the fair arrives, we may have stationery items such as funky pens & pencils, sharp-
eners, pencil cases, etc.  Watch out for further information. 
What is the last date for ordering a book? 
All orders must be received by 9am on Wednesday 5th February.  Unfortunately, no orders can be 
processed after this time.  Thank you for your understanding with this. 
Can I just google Scholastic and choose from their site? 
The best way to order is via the link in this email or with the QR code.  If you order via Googling, the 
titles may not be available.

TAKING CHILDREN ON HOLIDAY DURING TERM TIME  
 
A guide for parents and carers 
  
Frequently asked questions  
Am I entitled to take my child out of school for a family holiday?  
 

ÿ No. Parents have a legal duty to ensure that their children attend school or the            
alternative provision on a regular basis  
ÿ The Education Act 1996 makes it a criminal offence for a parent to “fail to secure their 
child’s regular attendance at the school”  
ÿ The amendments to the 2006 Regulations remove any reference to family holidays,        
extended leave and the statutory threshold of ten school days.  
ÿ The amendments make clear that Head Teachers may not grant any leave of absence 
(holiday) during term time unless there are exceptional circumstances  
ÿ The amendments give parents no entitlement to take their child out of school for a holiday 
in term time  
ÿ The Head Teacher and Governing Body will determine what the exceptional circumstances 
are  
 
If we decide to take a holiday during term time what should we do? 
  
ÿ The parent/carer with whom the child resides must apply in writing to the school  
ÿ The letter/application must explain the exceptional circumstance surrounding the request 
for the leave of absence  
 
What will the school do then?  
 
ÿ The Head Teacher will determine whether the exceptional circumstance ruling applies, if 
not the application will be declined  
o Only the Headteacher (or the Deputy) has the power to approve leave of absence          
applications. When making the decision the protocols and criteria laid down in the school’s 
attendance policy must be followed.  
o Each academic year, schools inform parents/carers via a letter, newsletter or some other 
communication; that they may receive a Fixed Penalty Notice if their child has unauthorised 
absences in term time  
ÿ You will receive a written response from the Headteacher (or the Deputy) letting you know 
if your application has been approved  
ÿ If the holiday goes ahead after the application has been declined the absence will be     
recorded as unauthorised  

Year 6 national tests and assessments will be ongoing throughout the  
summer term until the end of June 2025. It is vital that your child          
attends school for the whole of this period. 
YEAR 6 SATS ARE WB 12TH MAY AND THEIR WRITING  
ASSESSMENTS CONTINUE UNTIL THE END OF JUNE 
 



 

 

With the introducƟon of the new NaƟonal Framework for    Penalty No-
Ɵces, the following changes came into force on    19 August 2024. 
 
Penalty NoƟces will be issued for Term Ɵme leave:  
Penalty NoƟce fines will be issued for term Ɵme leave of 5 or more consecuƟve days. 
 
10 Sessions of Unauthorised absence in a rolling 10 week period: A Penalty NoƟces may be 
considered when there have been 10 sessions of unauthorised absences in a 10 week period. 
However, we retain the discreƟon to issue a Penalty NoƟce before the threshold is met. For example, 
where parents are deliberately avoiding the naƟonal threshold by taking several term Ɵme holidays 
below the above thresholds. 
 
Per Parent/Per Child 
Penalty NoƟce fines will conƟnue to be issued per parent per child. For example: 3 siblings absent for 
term Ɵme leave, would result in each parent receiving 3 separate fines. 
 
First Offence 
The first Ɵme a Penalty NoƟce is issued for term 
Ɵme leave or irregular school aƩendance the 
fine will be charged at: 
£160 per parent, per child if paid within 28 days 
of the issue, reducing to £80 per parent, per 
child if paid within 21 days. 
(Unpaid penalty noƟces may result in a parental 
prosecuƟon) 
 
Second Offence 
Where it is deemed appropriate to issue a 
second penalty noƟce to the same parent for the 
same pupil within 3 years of the first penalty 
noƟce, for either term Ɵme leave or irregular 
aƩendance the second penalty noƟce will be 
charged at: 
£160 if paid within 28 days. (Unpaid penalty 
noƟces may result in a parental prosecuƟon) 
 
Third Offence 
On the third Ɵme that an offence is commiƩed within 3 years of the first penalty noƟce for either a term 
Ɵme leave or irregular aƩendance a penalty noƟce will not be issued. The case may proceed to Parental 
ProsecuƟon under the Single JusƟce Procedure. If found guilty of the offence of ‘Failure to send a child 
to school’ the Magistrates can impose a fine up to £1000 or legal proceedings under SecƟon444 (1a) can include a 
fine of up to £2500

Phone  ChECS on 0300 123 5012 (option 3) Callers will be directed to a Unit          
Coordinator who will ask if the concerns are early help or safeguarding. You will then 
be directed to either Practitioner Support Officer for Early Help requests for support or 
a Social Worker ( ChECS ) for safeguarding concerns. The worker will gather your   
information and advise you of the next steps. 

If you need to contact someone out of hours and you believe it to be an emergency 
that can't wait, please call our Emergency Duty Team on 0300 123 5022.
